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Policing priorities
By continuing to put resources into neighbourhood 
policing, we aim to make Hampshire and the Isle 
of Wight safer places to live, work and visit. By 
listening to the public and working with our partner 
organisations, we have targeted a number of issues 
which we will speci�cally focus on in the coming 
year, and we will work to:

Enhance Safer Neighbourhoods

Strengthen Public Protection,  
including missing persons, child abuse,  
domestic abuse, Multi-Agency Public Protection 
Arrangements and hate crime.

Protect our communities from terrorism, 
domestic extremism and major disasters

Reduce and detect crime, including drug and 
alcohol related crime, violent crime, major, serious and 
organised crime.

Did you know?
There are 516 police of�cers working in 

Southampton and over 67 per cent of their time is 
spent on the beat (national average is 63 per cent).  
Intelligence gathering is key to modern policing, and 
many of�cers are involved in work which isn�t always 
immediately visible.

Hampshire Constabulary currently has 347 Police 
Community Support Of�cers (PCSOs) on the beat. 
There are 62 on the streets of Southampton.

PCSOs work within their local community to 
support the work of police of�cers. They are there 
to deal with incidents of disorder and anti-social 
behaviour. They have the power to detain people, 
search bags and vehicles, help victims and witnesses 
but they do not investigate crime or make arrests.

In April 2007, police and staff in Southampton 
Operational Command Unit (OCU) began 
implementing a new style of policing called Safer 
Neighbourhoods. You may have already seen 
Police Community Support Of�cers and Safer 
Neighbourhood teams making a difference to the area 
you live in. Safer Neighbourhood Teams are dedicated 
to working with the community and partners on the 
issues that are important to the neighbourhoods the 
teams serve. There are lots of ways that communities 
can get involved with creating Safer Neighbourhoods, 
for example by attending neighbourhood forums, 
offering to help in your community as a Special 
Constable or volunteer.
